Project Construction Update
Dear residents of the Town of Morristown Sewer District #2 we would like to update you on the following project specific items that relate to construction of the sewer collection system:

1. Construction has just commenced this week in the Village portion of the sewer collection system project extension.
2. The contract completion time is Summer of 2012, for the next few weeks the forcemain piping work is planned to be accomplished along River Road Right of Way commencing from the Village end of the project moving west toward the State Park. We will update you monthly of progress and schedule as the contractor progresses, this will occur after a monthly construction meeting held with the contractor, engineer, and the Town.  Depending on the weather the contractor may request a winter shut-down.
3. The project does involve a lot of drilling and blasting
